	Mystery Sort!

Find a new pattern the words follow. (Ex: 3 or 4 letters) Sort the words in your mystery way.  Can anyone figure out how you did it?
	Draw a picture of 2 students following the rules in our classroom community.  (Challenge: Can you write a sentence to explain your picture?)
	Think of 3 more words that would fit in any of the word study patterns. (Challenge: Can you write one of the words in a complete sentence?)
	Blind Spell (write your words down in the correct spot as they are called to turn in.)




Word Study Sorts 

**Only for Word Study words, NOT vocabulary
	Food Fun

Using food items, “write” your words in each column by using fun snacks!

(Some fun snacks might include cheerios, pretzels, fruit loops)
	Word Worm

How long can you make your word worm? Pick 2 words from your sort.  Add or change one letter at a time to create a new word.  Can you make a 3 word worm?
Example: 

sat---cat—rat—rag--brag
	Speed Sort

Have a parent/friend time you as you sort all your words.  Record your best time after 3 tries.  

BE CAREFUL! For each word that is on the wrong side, add 3 seconds.  

	Draw and Label

Sort your words.  Pick 4 and draw pictures for each word.  Label the pictures by writing the word.
	Solo Sort

Say each word.  Listen carefully for the special sound.  Sort each word where it belongs.  Read them through.  Scramble them up.  Practice again. (DO NOT GLUE)
	Write and Draw

Sort your words.  Pick one word from each side to put into sentences.  Draw a picture to match the sentence.

	Word Hunt

Look through a book (or look around at items at your house) hunting for words that would fit the sort.  Record as many words as you can that would belong in the sort.
	Rhyme Time

Sort your words.  Create and write down 2 words that would belong on each side.

Ex: “ip”                          “in”

Snip, clip, trip         twin, shin
	Blind Sort

Without looking at the words, point to the column that each word belongs in as someone else says them to you. 

	Colorful Words

Sort your words.  Using any art tool of your choice, record your words in a color code. 

Ex: all “at” words in blue, and all “ap” words in red.
	Practice Spelling Test
Without looking at the words, spell the words on a blank piece of paper as someone else calls them out. Write any misspelled words 3 times each.
	Open Sort
Sort your words but use your own sorting rule!   

(Ex. 4 letter words vs. 3 letter words)
